General Discussion

PROJECT ISSUES:

Mike went through some of the history of the project over the last several
months. He explained the delays resulting from concerns from FIDO and the new
requirement to develop another project alternative. He also explained that since
the project will have to go back before the Mission Bay Park Committee, and
since one specific group has required more special attention, to be equitable, the
team is responsible for allowing other special interest groups to have input as
well. A variety of groups will be approached and their input sought before
Alternative 4i will be finalized and presented back to the Mission Bay Park
Committee.

In terms of the bike coalition and their concerns, Mike went over what the
previous master plan would mean to the bike coalition, including two-way roads
completely reconfigured roadways with stop signs and a near the road trail. Also,
the intensity of the uses is much higher in the master plan than the currently
proposed precise plan.

In general, most of the members agree that the proposed plan is better than the
master plan, but the existing conditions is also better than the precise plan. The
concern is not only that more vehicles will come onto the island based on the
expanded uses, but also, that the presence of these uses may affect the ability of
the clubs to close all or part of the island for special events.

There is some agreement on the access road over to the island, but it should
more match the proposed conditions on the island roads (ie..shoulder stripe but
not a lane and share the road signage).



Specific Input

9-21.01 Mike S. -BioswaleOs will be placed along the entire perimeter road to catch and
filter the surface run-off from the asphalt. The islandOs surface ruroff will be
pitched back towards the center of the island and will either percolate, be used
by plant material or will evaporate.

9-21.02 Todd W. and Jon B. B The BioswaleOs may fill with sand and may become
ineffective. B
9-21.03 Mike S. B The BioswaleOs will need to be cleared on an annual or every other

year basis to remain affective. The island will also have native vegetation placed
on the slopes to prevent water and wind erosion of the sand berms.

9-21.04 Mike S. b Deep percolation trenches will be used under the bio-swales as will
permeable concrete strips along the edge of the road to allow for distributed
percolation.

9-21.05 Fiesta Island Cycling Notes (see attached): 1* bullet item correction, Tuesdays
8-10:30 a.m. sprint workouts (15-30 riders).

9-21.06 Fiesta Island Cycling Notes: 6" bullet item correction, Fiesta Island Time Trial
Series: Start time 7a.m. to 9 a.m.

9-21.07 The start and finish for time trials are in different areas.

9-21.08 The start and finish for the triathlon based bike and run is near the Campground
entry.

9-21.09 The group mentioned that the proposed location for the Sand Management Area

was a bad idea because of bugs and smells, however, it was mentioned by
KTU+A that the area was specifically chosen near the bird preserve. The birds
will eat all of the sand files and the kelp.

9-21.10 Jon B. BThe island has seen an increase dogs traffic, sense the outcry from
FIDO has been made public.
9-21.11 The group made a request to KTU+A that they should conduct organized and

non-organized bicycling counts and pedestrian counts. The counts should occur
throughout the whole week.

9-21.12 Mike S. -- modification of the exit off of the Island. The exhibit showed the
addition of a left turn lane and a right turn lane. The group raised a safety issue
with the plan. The group stated that the multi-use trail along E. Mission Bay
Drive would become a dangerous crossing since drivers would exit through this
area faster. They wanted to leave the exit road as is even though congestion
would remain. Concern was also expressed over a traffic signal or three way stop
signs. KTU+A will explore different concepts including improved safety and
visibility increases as well as sighage improvements. Support for paving the
parking lot near the entrance was expressed.

9-21.13 The group requested a safety analysis at the intersection of E. Mission Bay Drive
and the exit off of Fiesta Island. B
9-21.14 The cross section of the Main Entry Alternative shows two (2) 50 bike lanes and

two (2) 120 drive lanes a Jersey barrier and 80 mislise path a jersey barrier. The
group mentioned that KTU+A should remove the 50 bike lanes add 20 striping and
increase both the drive lanes to 140 and increase the multuse path to 120. The
Jersey barrier should be re-designed possibly a rail type system that allows
visibility, wind and drainage to help control sand buildup in the bike lane.

9-21.15 Kathy K. D said she would research an alternate for the Oshare the roadO signage
that is more aggressive in communicating the shared road requirements as long
as they can be approved under MUTCD signage requirements.

9-21.16 Mike S. bproposed that if the travel way around the island be reversed
from counter clockwise to clock wise, this would eliminate the use of counter flow
roads at the proposed campground (between loop B & C) and stop signs. This
configuration would allow the potential closing of the loops on a regular basis and
the use of permanent candlestick road markers. Gates or pylons would be all that
is needed to close off the road near the openings of the loop roads. The group
liked the idea of traveling in this direction, since in some ways it is more logical.
Many riders currently ride on the left side of the road, away from the wind, sand
buildup, eroded road edges, and away from cars pulling off to the shoulder

towards the water. They would also support the idea if it increased the frequency
and ease for providing special events or having road loops free of cars during
regular periods of time. However, KTU+A will need to show how the crossovers
at the entrance would work and explain better how the change in direction would
help.

The use of a 20 painted strip would allow the riders to verify the edge of the road.
Any wider and drivers often expect cyclists to use the adjacent lane instead of in
the roadbed where is may be much safer.

Jon B. B Communication with the jet-ski users is important. Understanding when
they use the southern loop would be important.

Loop B, C, & D is 2.76 miles or 4.44 km.

The use of permanent delineators on the road between A & B loops would
benefit the time trial series. Close off one side for time trialist and the other side
would be traffic. The two way portions of the road should be designed wide
enought to accommodate these types of events.

Our discussion of speed limit on the island, and emphasizing that the road
should be configured as a shared park road rather than a regular urban

street.

The discussion of the MOU agreement on the project including closing the

road every week for bike/ped only use one day, and for continued use of the
road for periodic bicycle events.
