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ITEM ACTION MINUTES       
 
Info  PROJECT ISSUES:  
 
General Discussion 
 
 Mike went through some of the history of the project over the last several months. 

He explained the delays resulting from concerns from FIDO and the new 
requirement to develop another project alternative and associated environmental 
reivews. He also explained that since the project will have to go back before the 
Mission Bay Park Committee, and since one specific group has required more 
special attention, to be equitable, the team needs to allow other special interest 
groups to have input as well. A variety of groups will be approached and their 
input sought before Alternative 5 will be finalized and presented back to the 
Mission Bay Park Committee.  

 
 In terms of the Triathlon Club and their concerns, Mike went over what the 

previous master plan meant to the SD Bike Coalition, including two-way roads 
completely reconfigured roadways with stop signs and a near the road trail. Also, 
the intensity of the uses is much higher in the master plan than the currently 
proposed precise plan.  

  
 In general, most of the SD Bike Coalition members agreed that the proposed 

plan is better than the master plan, but the existing condition is also better than 
the precise plan because it is less intensive. The more uses on the island the 
more conflicts between cars and cyclists. The concern is not only that more 
vehicles will come onto the island based on the expanded uses, but also, that the 
presence of these uses may affect the ability of the clubs to close all or part of 
the island for special events.  

 
There is some agreement on the access road over to the island, but it should 
more match the proposed conditions on the island roads (ie..shoulder stripe but 
not a lane and share the road signage).  
 



Specific Input 
 

1. Mike S. -Bioswale!s will be placed along the entire perimeter road to catch 
and filter the surface run-off from the asphalt.  The island!s surface run-off 
will be pitched back towards the center of the island and will either percolate, 
be used by plant material or will evaporate.   
 

2. Bill & Steven Ð The uses from the dog owners should not supersede other 
uses. 

 
3. Bill & StevenÐ Excited about the multi-use and soft surface trails for small 

running events and fun runs. 
 

4. Bill & Steven Ð Liked the ideas of closing off loops to car traffic. This would 
make running a much safer event on the island. 

 
5. Bill & Steven Ð Enjoyed the new Traffic, Pedestrian and Cyclists simulations.  

 
6. Bill Ð The current concept appears not to over utilize the Island. 

 
7. Bill & Steven Ð The Goals of 5K and 10K appear to be fulfilled. 

 
8. Bill & Steven Ð It appears that a whole new event structure could be 

implemented. 
 

9. Bill & Steven Ð Suggested removing the kink on 5K simulation (near the 
youth campground triangle) and add that distance to the South Shores 
Promenade.   

 
10. Mike S. Ð Deep percolation trenches will be used under the bio-swales as will 

permeable concrete strips along the edge of the road to allow for distributed 
percolation. 

 
11. The Island has seen an increase traffic destined for the leash free area, since 

the concerns from FIDO has been made public.   
 

12. The cross section of the Main Entry Alternative shows two (2) 5! bike lanes 
and two (2) 12! drive lanes a Jersey barrier and 8! multi-use path a jersey 
barrier. The group mentioned that KTU+A should remove the 5! bike lanes 
add 2! striping and increase both the drive lanes to 14! and increase the 
multi-use path to 12!. The Jersey barrier should be re-designed possibly as a 
rail type system that allows visibility, wind and drainage to help control sand 
buildup in the bike lane. 

 
13. Mike S. Ð Described how the travel way around the island needs to be 

reversed from counter-clockwise to clock-wise. This would eliminate the use 
of counter flow roads at the proposed campground (between loop B & C) and 
stop signs. The use of permanent delineators on the road between A & B 
loops would benefit running events. Close off one side for triathete and the 
other side would be traffic. The two way portions of the road should be 
designed wide enought to accommodate these types of events.
