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DISCUSSED ITEMS

1.
Mike Singleton presented an overview of Fiesta Island General Development Plan.  This presentation discussed the driving factors of the project, history of the island,
analysis, proposed concepts, summary of public input thus far, and what the committee and the general public can do to provide direction in this process.  He then opened the floor to questions and comments.

2.
One suggestion proposed no cars on the island at any time with the intent that vehicles would park in nearby lots creating a safer environment for people and wildlife and encouraging healthful activities such as walking, riding and running. 


Mike Singleton stated that KTU+A has received a range of input from returning the island to habitat only, to leaving the island as it is today, to maximizing parkland.  The team is trying to find a balance in design.  One of the most popular uses on the island is roadside leisure activity in or near a vehicle.  This may be a difficult activity to convince the public to give up. However, he agrees we need to make more areas of the island free from vehicles and the proposals to close off the north end (at varying times) to vehicles would help and the creation of a multi-use trail would also increase the safety and quality of the experience for walkers, runners, skaters and cyclists.
3.
The question was raised “If KTU+A analyzed a past proposal to bypass Tecolote Creek to the south side of the island causeway or directly into the San Diego River or some other sewer or stormwater intercept project.  The intent of this bypass is to minimize residence time of toxins and heavy metals in the bay or from entering the bay at all and directly flushing to the ocean.


Mike Singleton responded that the intent is to capture the bulk of the toxins and heavy metals in the proposed wetland vegetation at the mouth of Tecolote Creek. This will minimize the amount of pollutants in our marine systems rather than relocate the problem to the San Diego River, which also has significant biological resources. Also, the elevation differences between Tecolote and the San Diego River are nearly the same, which might require this connection to be pumped. However, the team will include documentation on the previous proposal and a quick review why it should or should not be considered.
4. Unattended restrooms and changing areas are dangerous and should be avoided when possible.

Mike Singleton informed the group that the team is aware of the safety issues and the architect will utilize a single module unisex restroom which will deter unsafe activities (similar to Fanuel Street Park).

5.
Parking should be central to the island to maximize the usefulness of shoreline activities.

6.
Least Tern areas should be buffered to minimize activity impact on the habitat.

7.
Bocce Ball was a recommended activity as suggested by one of the group members.


Mike Singleton informed the group that the Mission Bay Master Plan indicates that no formal playfields or special purpose courts shall be established on Fiesta Island.  This does not preclude the development of informal turf areas which may be used for such activities.
