GENERAL NOTES ON THE FIESTA ISLAND GDP

392 People signed in (we estimate another 20 passed the sign in table and another 80 or so came in the back way since they were tired of waiting in the sun and the long line) for an approximate total of 500.

803 Questionnaires received to date (not counting 6 duplicates and another 206 duplicates that were photo copies with different mailing labels all dropped off in the box at the workshop (see the attached example that should be considered as more than 1 but not 206). 


104 surveys on the Top Ten Questions were filled out at the workshop (actually 6 were mailed in from 35 we sent directly to those who asked for the survey that we ran out of).

Based on Questionnaire Response for Primary Use, the top 10 Uses represented were:

288 were dog walkers

56 were cyclists

37 were water skiers

27 played over the line

15 watched over the line

15 were hikers

14 rode horses

13 were exercise walkers / hikers

12 run or jog

11 paddle

Possible under-represented groups include:

Jet skiers

Those that fish

Those that primarily sit, picnic or wade along the waters edge

General park users (those that utilize turfed parklands)

RV day users or primitive campers

Our Next Steps:

1) Complete the review of the comments, send out the alternatives comment sheets to board members.

2) Continue to compile the contact database (now at over 500 contacts).

3) With MBPC approval, set up meetings with Pacific Beach, Ocean Beach and Linda Vista Community Planning Groups to present the public input results and solicit other comments.

4) Set up meetings with Coastal Commission, US Fish and Wildlife, California Fish and Game and the Army Corps of Engineers.

5) Set up internal meetings with staff to determine adjustments to the alternatives given public input and agency input. And bring back a first draft of a revised alternative concept plan at your next meeting.

6) Action items needed by the MBPC to allow us to refine the plans would include:

- dropping the consideration of the two way roadway, 

- dropping the concept of an entry bridge with use connection (causeway to be pursued instead),

- dropping from consideration, the west side dredging along Fiesta Bay, 

- dropping the north end dredging and roadway removal (still consider controlled access for vehicle free uses, nesting sensitive timeframes and special events),

- dropping the requirement that all roadways be removed from the shoreline (certain areas to be considered for road relocation and new roadways should attempt to utilize the 300 foot edge buffer)

- consider leaving “Over the Line” in its current location (if supported by OMBAC)

- dropping the Hidden Cove swimming area & consider expanded beaches & parking at Enchanted Cove

- retain a portion of the fenced in dog-leash free area (primarily eastern half of current location with some expansion northward, keeping about 2/3 of the area leash free and behind the fence, away from roads but next to the water)
