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MINUTES







DISCUSSED ITEMS

1.
This meeting served as a “kick-off” presentation to the Mission Bay Community Committee.  Mike Singleton presented and discussed the Fiesta Island General Development Plan w/ a power point presentation.   He introduced the design and planning team, discussed the project scope and schedule, initial fieldwork and mapping that is taking place, adopted Master Plan summary, issues affecting the GDP, liabilities and constraints, assets and opportunities and the next steps.

2.
Discussion commenced after the presentation with the following information and concerns generated from the committee members:

Judy Swink
*  Judy was involved in the Master Plan.


*
Judy recalls there was a firm consensus that sportsfields NOT be included on the island (no organized uses w/ exception of the existing youth camp).

*
She commented on the potential of an amphitheater – felt it was okay as long as it was only a green space for performances, passive use for informal play and picnicking.

*
The sand arena area needs to be designed w/ “Over-the-Line” in mind

*
Commented on a possible interpretative facility – Crown Point was not the only possible location.  Campland would be a good location as there are not as many traffic issues and is near the Kendall Frost Preserve. The San Diego River coalition are conceptually looking at an interpretive center along San Diego River, across from South Shores. No need to have just one facility – may have three (all with different focus).

*
Judy gave a resounding NO for RV camping or a Golf Course Facility

*
Judy thought that the Master Plan called for a one-way road, but felt there may be areas that warrant a 2-way stretch along the shoreline.

*
She felt that having a dogs off-leash area is a concern especially at the northern portion of the island.  This area needs to be restored and dogs should be kept out since they conflict with wildlife.

*
She suggested that in the future one can pursue aquatic adventures near the northern section of the island and that might be in conflict with the restoration segment of the island.

*
The bridge is an issue – do not want watercraft traveling under a bridge.  Too many environmental constraints.  Wetlands, nesting/breeding in the vicinity of the outlet to Tecolote Creek that could be harmed.  Feels that the money to build a bridge would displace other uses and would rather not do that.

Ted Jardine
* Ted countered Judy’s claim of no sports fields on the island by referring to

Items #108 on Page 122 and #121 on page 130 in the Master Plan in regards to informal sports playgrounds for volleyball, softball and pick up games on South Shores. 

• Ted also referred to page 131 in the Master Plan showing a plan to convert the traffic to two-way lanes.

• He suggested that KTU+A discuss Fiesta Island with Don Peterson, acting chairperson for a subcommittee on Fiesta Island.

Rick Bussel
* Rick was concerned with turning the south end of the island into a 

swimmer’s area, which currently facilitates a large number of jet skiers.

* Rick commented on the proposed bridge – concerned with water quality, and feels that there is a Dead spot at the causeway w/ foam and junk built up.  Any solution to aid water circulation will be helpful.
Michael Palmary
       * Michael was concerned with life safety and health issues on the island (i.e. lifeguard, police).

* He feels there is an opportunity for a dock system @ the bridge to aid in     emergencies and water access to the island.

* He questioned if the study will involve input from resource agencies such as the Corp of Engineers, Coastal Commission, Fish and Game (Mike answered that Merkel and Associates will take the lead in identifying issues with the resource agencies but will not actually obtain the permits under this contract.

* Michael questioned if the design team will aid in funding sources (Mike answered with the team will look at funding potentials in a general way but will not actually submit for grants and other funding applications.

* Michael agreed with Judy that no overnight RV’s should be considered.

* Mentioned the northern portion of the island is proposed to be carved away from the remainder of the island per the Master Plan.

* Michael would like to incorporate reclaimed water into the GDP

* Utilities should be located at the entrance to the island.

* Mike (Singleton or Palmary?) is record keeper for the committee.

* Michael is concerned about keeping the committee members in the loop during the design phase

Pam Grover
* Pam suggested that the Board form a sub committee to work with

 KTU+A.  Those interested:  Ted, Michael, Judy and Don (all had worked on the Master Plan effort).  In addition Rick and Chris would like to be involved.

*  She mentioned a new ordinance, which questions the use of RV overnight camping but may also allow for their use on Fiesta Island.  The committee wants to avoid RV owner’s from discharging toilet facilities into the bay or pushing the existing facilities over the limit.

ACTION ITEMS

1. Samir to provide an e-mail to Mission Bay Park Committee members indicating the best method for communication. The preference of the Committee appeared to be direct communication with Mike Singleton (with copies of e-mails or phone conversation summary notes) sent on to Samir and all other interested parties. Samir’s preference is to be the initial point of contact so that he can make sure that the consultants are not being asked to go beyond their scope of work or are given conflicting direction. In this case, all requests and information would still be passed on to all interested parties, but the direction will come from Samir. Div will be responsible to send emails to all committee members. Mike will communicate all telephone conference calls w/ Samir.


2. The Mission Bay Park Committee will reconvene a special sub-committee or utilize an existing committee to work directly with the consultant team. KTU+A and Samir to be notified as to when an initial meeting can be established. This meeting should occur in February or early March in order to allow the team to stay on track. Parameters of a future public workshop in April need to be discussed.

3. Samir or Div to compile a full e-mail list to be used throughout the project that will contain all staff and Mission Bay Park Committee members. 
4. KTU+A to provide a more detailed schedule for future meeting coordination and public input. KTU+A intends to come back to the committee at least 2 more but no more than 4 more times during the length of the project, which is expected to last one year.
5. KTU+A to spend time on research of water quality issues and benefits of both the entry bridge and north end island dredging elements of the plan and summarize the pros and cons to these projects.
