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DISCUSSED ITEMS

1.
Mike Singleton presented an overview of Fiesta Island General Development Plan.  This presentation discussed the driving factors of the project, history of the island, analysis, proposed concepts, summary of public input thus far, and what the committee and the general public can do to provide direction in this process.  He then opened the floor to questions and comments.

2.
Question:  Are there uses on the island that make money for the City?


Response:  There are no leases on the island.  The concession building and /or primitive tent camping may have someone oversee it but there is no lease.

3.
Question:  Can I camp there?


Response:  Mike Singleton indicated tent camping only.  No RV camping. You can currently camp if you are part of a youth organization. The new primitive camping area will be for anyone who wants to camp.

4.
Statement from Pam Glover: The island is open for everybody for everyday use.  Money is raised from major events (i.e. Thunderboats, Over the line, etc.).  Money that is brought in goes to the Park and Recreation Department or the General Fund, not specifically to Mission Bay Funds. The amount charged for these special uses generally is part of a cost recovery program and does not make the city money.

5.
Mike discussed issues that need to be addressed on the island:  water quality - water circulation can be improved (Tecalote Creek still dumps into the bay, the fact that there aren’t restroom facilities adds to the problem of water quality), erosion occurring on the beaches, circulation/parking throughout, invasive plant species on the island are a few of the items.

6.
Question:  Has anyone prioritized what needs to be done on the island?


David Lombardi’s opinion is that water quality is the most important.  


Response: Mike Singleton added that the entrance road is too skinny and should be one of the first priorities along with utilities needed to support restrooms.   

7.
Mike stated that there is nothing in the Master Plan that addresses leash free dog areas.  Due to public input and the fact that so much of the island is currently being used for off-leash dog use, it is necessary that there be areas fenced and unfenced for dogs.

8.
Mike asked if the team should replace roads on the island with new roads built away from the edge of the water or keep the roads close to the edge as they are now?  Mike mentioned a 2-way roadway system was proposed in the master plan but that the team and the Mission Bay Park Committee feel that this approach would be costly, result in more stormwater runoff, and may confuse the driver with a more complex circulation pattern when mixed with current non-vehicular uses.

9.
The roadway on the north end of the island was proposed by the master plan to be closed to vehicular traffic (pedestrian access only).  Our current approach is to keep the road but control access to it through a gate. The area may be closed certain times of the week, on one day of the weekend or seasonally during Least Tern nesting season. The gate would provide this flexibility.

10.
Mike asked that the committee members please review the information packet that KTU+A distributed and respond to the survey included.
