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DISCUSSED ITEMS

1.
The group provided general introductions, group history, and goals to David Leonard.  The Outrigger Club is comprised of 5 smaller clubs, distinguished by canoe size, that unite for the common advancement of their sport in San Diego.  They are currently utilizing storage space on an open beach at North Cove on Paradise Island.  The space is undersized for their use and forces them to improperly store equipment.  The canoes are currently in a stacked formation which can lead to damage.  There are also some canoes stored at the Aquatic Center on Fiesta Island.


This group has many public events and is very active in the community.  One example is the current work performed with challenged athletes in coordination with Marla Knox at San Diego Parks and Recreation.


The Outrigger Club desires a new location to prevent damage to their equipment through improper storage and a visible shared public space with public amenities to host events and promote their activities.

2.
Requirements:

· Direct Access to Mission Bay within 200ft of shoreline.

· Open beach storage for approximately 50 canoes 250’ length x 60’ depth total area.

· Small equipment storage (paddles, floatation vests, etc.) Approximately 10’x15’x5’ 

· Parking for approximately 100 cars in close proximity.

· The most direct paddling route to the ocean.

· Minimal motorized activity adjacent to the area.

· Close proximity to restrooms.

· Fresh water rinse capability (beneficial not required).

· Adjacent turf area (beneficial not required).

3.
Potential sites include South Shores and Fiesta Island.  There are multiple potential sites on Fiesta Island that would suite the needs of the Outrigger Club.  Potential locations include adjacent to Stony Point (either north or southeast), the point where Hidden Anchorage and Southwest Pacific Passage meet, the northwest portion of the island near RV parking, or the cove north of the Youth Camp.

4.
The group is going to rate each of these sites based on their requirements and desired goals and provide the results to KTUA.  Initial discussion described the southern sites as more desirable due to their proximity to the ocean and lower speed water use.  The western edge of the island is a viable option, however the motorcraft speeds may conflict with use of the Dragon Boats (the largest of the canoes).  The north and eastern portion of Fiesta Island would require a long paddle to reach the ocean where most of the activities occur, making this a questionable location.

5. The Outrigger Club is concerned whether the use of a site would require a lease with the city.  Initial thoughts indicate that a permit system can be utilized much like the Catamaran boats of Sail Bay.  As long as areas are general public use and the general public would also have the ability to apply for a permit to store a similar paddlecraft, then a lease would likely not be necessary. This would apply to storage as well, if any group could rent out a locker type store room, then it would not be exclusive use and require a permit. 

Action Items:

1.
The Outrigger Club is to provide their final analysis of the potential locations to KTUA for incorporation into the 4th Alternative of the Fiesta Island GDP no later than November 1st,  however an earlier submittal is desired since a draft alternative is due from KTU+A for a meeting on October 20th. 

2.
KTUA to follow up with Paul Jacob regarding whether or not this would require a lease.

3.
The Outrigger Club to follow up with Paul Jacob regarding South Shore potential sites.
