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DISCUSSED ITEMS

1.
Mike Singleton presented an overview of Fiesta Island General Development Plan.  This presentation discussed the driving factors of the project, history of the island, analysis, proposed concepts, summary of public input thus far, and what the committee and the general public can do to provide direction in this process.  He then opened the floor to questions and comments.

2.
“Are there going to be any permanent restrooms?” Unattended restrooms and changing areas are dangerous and should be avoided when possible.  Keep the homeless from living in these areas.

Mike Singleton informed the group that the team is aware of the safety issues and the architect will utilize a single module restroom, locked at night which will deter unsafe activities. A single toilet unisex room with its own door is being considered, similar to Fanuel Street Park.
5.
Mike Singleton explained that one of the intents of the Master Plan was to develop more parkland closer to the Interstates to minimize local traffic impacts to communities such as Pacific Beach.

6.
“How long has the project (GDP) been ongoing?

Mike Singleton explained the current team has been working on the GDP since February.  There was an original plan for the island drafted in 1958 to develop the island as parkland, then again in 1978 and finally in 1994.

7.
Why is this project being pursued?


Mike Singleton and Paul Jacob informed the group that the Coastal Commission pushed for development and conditioned the City of San Diego to implement the Master Plan.  This is in response to the Sea World expansion that required a master plan amendment, which resulted in the Coastal Commission reminding the city to follow through on their Master Plan. The city has an obligation to provide needed recreational facilities based on increased population and they also have an obligation to follow through on improving access to coastal resources and the protection and enhancement of these coastal resources as well. Also, funds set aside from the sludge bed impacts, set up to mitigate for use issues on Fiesta Island have not been spent as required and cannot be spent until this plan has been adopted and the necessary permits put into place from the City, the Coastal Commission and the various resource agencies.

8.
The group stated that they want to ensure that the plan does not preclude large national and international events from taking place, such as Over the Line.  The city has made some moves which deterred the interest of large scale events such as the X games.

9.
Mike Singleton and Paul Jacob stated that the GDP will be utilized by the city to obtain funding from outside organizations, as well as the state and federal government. 

10.
The Design team will identify phases of development once a concept is chosen.  Input is needed as to what level of development the team is to pursue.  Should the team focus on long range plans with minimal funding constraints or should they focus on shorter term more tangible goals.

11.
Why does OMBAC care where they are located on the island?


Mike Singleton and Paul Jacob explained that during a recent meeting with OMBAC the team discovered that OMBAC has incurred increased operational costs since the Master Plan was developed.  Removing them from the current location near parking areas would make generation of profit improbable.  Also the Solar orientation of the courts may not be suitable.
