Summary of Changes between the last publicly circulated version 4d (May 2007) and the submitted version 4f (August 2007) are as follows:

1) The steep slope associated with the fenced dog use area on the southwest side of the island, has been graded back as a more level and sustainable slope and beach area. This will increase access to the waterfront by dog users and will reduce the amount of erosion and sedimentation in this area. Dog swimming will be allowed in this area, which also accommodates leash free behind a fence dog uses. 

2) The single and dual multi-use trail bridges proposed over the beach access roadway and the overall looped roadway, have been both made into a wider / single bridge with a divider fence to allow for leash free access to the “lease free shoreline parkland” the “leash free regional turfed parkland” and a new area that will be fenced and available for leash free walking and open play as natural parkland. 

3) The changes in the leash free fenced natural parkland area have necessitated a slight reduction in the regional parkland. Considering the proximity of the open field associated with the regional parkland, it was prudent to pull this open field back away from the road and allow for a fence and berm to separate it from the roadway activity. This new fenced leash free area, in conjunction with those to the west, actually combine for more acres than currently exist in the fenced leash free area. Access to shoreline, a swimming beach, a jumping platform, turfed leash free areas, unturfed open areas, and natural parkland all provide for a combination of experiences beyond what currently exists.

4) A small portion of shoreline parkland (abutting Enchanted Cove) has been removed from being a leash free fenced area, and a dog swimming area. Conflicts with other users (sailing, windsurfing and kiteboard sailing) do exist in Enchanted Cove. Also, the proximity to the proposed regional parkland, is such that a leash free area will be difficult to manage and the presence of a fencing system in this highly scenic and open area of the island would not be appropriate. This shoreline area should be reserved as a pull off the side of the road shoreline parkland which would utilize a small portion of turf areas where day use tents and canopies can be set up and groups can picnic and use the adjacent beach areas without the concern of dogs running free without leashes.    

5) The mounds east of the over the line sand area have been reduced in size and the over the line sand area maintained closer to its current configuration and acreage. 

6) The cut through roadway and parking lot associated with the central regional parkland has been shifted towards the northwest. The roadway will now serve as a short cut to the fenced leash free dog use area as well as the public beach area and non-motorized boat launch. 

7) The size of the jet ski launch ramp and trailer parking has been reduced to allow for more beach edge launching. 

8) The proposed wetland habitat and dredged connections at the north end of the island have been moved northward in order to make more room for the sand management area and over night primitive camping facility. The move was also prompted to place these new wetlands in areas where previous wetland establishment has failed because of the lack of hydrologic connection with the bay.

9) An area designated as new sensitive habitat near the over the line facility (that would have been fenced) is now classified as natural parkland with no fencing requirements. 

10) A turf and sand bocce has been added in the southwest corner due to many requests from users of this activity that mostly now occurs on Bahia Point.
